+ Choose an appropriate anchorage point.

* Keep the anchor watch.

« Maintain AlIS in operation at all times.

« Strengthen the anchor watch.
+ Extend anchor chain, or change anchoring method.
* Close the opening, and lash the moving objects.

* Adjust ballast and trim.

« Stand by engine, and full readiness by crew.
 Depend on the situation, heave up anchor. — Heave to, etc.

@ Determined to be the dragging anchor when a vessel receives wind from one side.
@ Check the tension and extraordinary impact of the anchor chain.
@ Check the change of the distance and direction from the target on radar.
